Sightseeing 

The Golden Triangle

The Golden Triangle is a classic introduction to India – Taj Mahal, Pink City, Amber Fort,  

Red Fort and superb traditional local crafts.

India's Golden Triangle comprises the three most visited cities in the country's                                             north-west - Delhi, Agra and Jaipur, which are all connected to each other by good                                         road links. On the map, these form a roughly equilateral triangle, some 200-250kms                                         along each side. This triangle has been dubbed “golden" for the extraordinary wealth                                        of cultural and historical splendour on offer in each of the cities.
Jaipur is home to the Pink City with its imposing City Palace and Ancient Observatory and also the Amber Fort with its Sheesh Mahal (hall of mirors) and marble palaces which are marvellous examples of ancient Rajout architecture.   Jaipur is also a centre of superb local crafts – textiles, blue pottery, carpet weaving etc - which still survive from the days of Maharaja Jai Singh’s patronage. Between Jaipur and Agra is Fatehpur Sikri -the extraordinary city built by Akbar “The Great”.  Agra itself, once Yamuna river, and the Red Fort built by three generations of Mughal Emperors starting from Akbar “The Great” in 1565.
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
